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MEMORANDUM.

Defendant pleaded guilty to armed robbery, MCL 750.529; MSA 28.797, and was sentenced
to four to fifteen years imprisonment. He appedls as of right. We affirm. This case has been decided
without oral argument pursuant to MCR 7.214(A).

Defendant’s sentence, athough a departure from the recommended range of the sentencing
guidelines, does not violate the principle of proportiondity. People v Houston, 448 Mich 312; 532
NW2d 508 (1995); People v Milbourn, 435 Mich 630; 461 NW2d 1 (1990).

Affirmed.
