MEMORANDUM. 

Defendant pleaded nolo contendre to third-degree criminal sexual conduct, MCL 
750.520d(1)(a); MSA 28.788(4)(1)(a), and he was sentenced to six to fifteen years’ imprisonment. 
He appeals by right. We affirm. 

The issues raised by defendant on appeal, regarding the factual basis for his plea, the 
voluntariness of his plea and the effectiveness of his counsel’s assistance, have not been properly 
preserved for appellate review due to defendant’s failure to a file a motion to withdraw his plea or a 
motion to remand within the time restrictions of the court rules. MCR 6.311(A) and (C); MCR 
7.211(C)(1); People v Kaczorowski, 190 Mich App 165, 172-173; 475 NW2d 861 (1991). 

This opinion is without prejudice to defendant seeking relief under subchapter 6.500 of the court 
rules. See MCR 6.311(A).
