| agree with the majority that we must affirm the trial court’s order granting summary
disposition in favor of defendant. It is clear that at least one of the sewage backups into
plaintiff’s home was caused by poor plumbing in the home itself. There is no indication in the
record that defendant’s municipal sewage system was unable to handle the volume it carried or
that there was any defect in the sewer line. Accordingly, there is no evidence anywhere in the
record that the sewer line under defendant’ s control was the cause of the sewage backups.
