| agree with the majority opinion in this case but wish to clarify that the delay between
the traffic violation and the actual stop was reasonable. When defendant failed to use his turn
signal, the officer had probable cause to believe a traffic violation occurred, and thus conduct a
stop. The delay in effectuating the stop was a result of defendant pulling into a driveway in an
attempt to evade the police. Regardless of the timing, the combination of the traffic violation
and defendant’s furtive movements established probable cause for the officer's stop of
defendant’ s vehicle.
