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Defendant pleaded qguilty to first-degree retail fraud, MCL 750.356c; MSA 28.588(3), and
was sentenced to one year and one day to two years imprisonment, to be served consecutive to other
sentences.  He appedls as of right. We affirm.  This case has been decided without oral argument
pursuant to MCR 7.214(E)(1)(b).

Any statement by the trid court that it relied on defendant’s probationary status to impose a
consecutive sentence was harmless error.  MCR 2.613. The record clearly shows that the court
exercised its discretion and that it intended the sentence which was imposed. MCL 768.7b; MSA
28.1030(2).

Affirmed.
