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MEMORANDUM.

Pursuant to an agreement, defendant pleaded guilty to two counts of first-degree retail
fraud, MCL 750.356c; MSA 28.588(3), and habitual offender, third offense, MCL 769.11; MSA
28.1083. He was sentenced to concurrent terms of twenty-eight to forty-eight months imprisonment,
and now gppedls as of right. We affirm. This case has been decided without oral argument pursuant to
MCR 7.214(A).

Defendant has not properly preserved his clam that his plea was not knowingly and
understandingly proffered. MCR 6.311(C). Further, the plea-taking transcript shows that the trid court
aufficiently complied with MCR 6.302. People v Cuellar, 144 Mich App 187, 188-189; 374 Nw2d
925 (1985); People v Voss, 133 Mich App 73; 348 NwW2d 37 (1984).

Affirmed.
