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Deborah A. Servitto, Judge, acting under MCR 7 .211 (E)(2), orders: 

The motion for immediate consideration is GRANTED. 

The motion to hold in abeyance, entitled a joint motion to stay proceedings, is 
GRANTED in part as follows. The application for leave to appeal shall be HELD IN ABEYANCE until 
the circuit court dissolves its stay of proceedings granted on September 3, 2014 or for 70 days from the 
date of entry of this order, whichever occurs first. Plaintiff-appellee's time to answer the application is 
extended to 2 I days from the date the abeyance period ends. 
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
