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On order of the Court, the application for leave to appeal the August 14, 2014
judgment of the Court of Appeals is considered. Pursuant to MCR 7.302(H)(1), in lieu of
granting leave to appeal, we VACATE the Court of Appeals instruction to remand this
case to the Ingham Circuit Court for reinstatement of the Superintendent of Public
Instruction’s March 14, 2013 final decision. We REMAND this case to the Court of
Appeals to expressly address plaintiff Galien Township School District’s alternative
arguments for overturning the Superintendent’s decision, which were not addressed by
that court during its initial review of the case. In all other respects, leave to appeal is
DENIED, because we are not persuaded that the remaining questions presented should be

reviewed by this Court.

We do not retain jurisdiction.
